Background Information:

Logan Owens (applicant) submitted an Application to Develop in a Planned District (concrete batch plant) Lot 2, Block I, Surber
Addition to the City of Woodway, McLennan County, Texas located at 22024 Woodway Drive,

Included with the agenda are four variance requests submitted to the City. These requests were submitted verbally to the Planning
& Zoning Commission on February 9" and, at that time, the Commission requested written information be provided to City
Council for consideration.

On behalf of the Applicant, Tex-Mix Partners, Ltd. d/b/a Tex-Mix Concrete (“Applicant” or
“Tex-Mix”), CP&Y, Inc. (“CPY”) requests that the City of Woodway City Council (“City Council”)
reconsider the Application at the location identified above, which was denied despite unanimous
approval by the Planning and Zoning Commission. While no reason was given for the denial of
the Application, we understand City Council expressed a preference for some other kind of
development at the site. City Council’s preference, however, does not override the Applicant’s
lawful development within the zone. The Applicant’s proposed use is allowed within the current
zoning district, which is Planned Industrial. As shown on Exhibit “A” to this letter, there is an
existing concrete batch plant within 1000 feet of this location. In addition, a large precast
concrete company borders the westerly property line. Other uses in the immediate area include
a gun range and the city landfill. The proposed use thus complements current uses in the zoning
district.

We understand that some members of the City Council expressed concerns regarding
noise and dust that may be associated with Applicant’s proposed operations at the location. To
alleviate such concerns, we provide you and City Council with a description of some of the
measures Applicant has planned to mitigate noise and dust generated by its proposed
operations, which have already been permitted by the Texas Commission on Environmental
Quality (“TCEQ”):

1. Noise Control:

Tex-Mix will mitigate noise generated by its operations in at least two unique ways. First,
Tex-Mix will install “white-noise” back-up alarms on all its ready-mix trucks and frontend loaders.
Unlike traditional “beeping” back-up alarms, white-noise alarms use broadband frequencies to
make a directional “white-noise” to indicate the vehicle is moving in reverse. This type of alarm
alerts individuals close to the moving equipment more effectively than traditional back-up alarms
and also reduces noise disturbance outside the work area. Second, Tex-Mix has designed its plant

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layout in ways to mitigate noise. More specifically, the plant layout includes a drive through truck
wash system to minimize situations where trucks need to back up in the first place. In addition,
the plant has been situated to direct noise away from the public. The majority of the noise
generated by loading trucks is caused by the trucks’ engines. Engine noise travels in the direction
the truck is facing. Our plant will be oriented in such a way that the trucks will point in a
southeasterly direction during loading operations, facing the nearby gun range, a Martin Marietta
concrete batch plant, and the city landfill. These measures are in addition to Tex-Mix’s planned
use of equipment, e.g., conveyors, that already include noise mitigation features.

2. Dust Control:

As mentioned above, Tex-Mix’s proposed plant and operations have already been
permitted by TCEQ, under Permit No. 162872, which was designed to ensure protection of
human health and the environment from any air emissions resulting from Tex-Mix’s proposed
operations. As directed by its air permit, the plant’s cement / fly ash handling systems will vent
to a cartridge filter system or baghouse, which captures at least 99.5 percent of particles 2.5
microns and smaller, The load point for the ready-mix trucks will have a curtain and a suction
shroud that inhales dust and vents it to the filter system. Although the filter systems are required
to operate at 5,000 cubic feet per minute, Tex-Mix has gone further and specified bag houses
that run at 8,000 cubic feet per second.

In addition to the dust-mitigation measures set forth in its air permit, Tex-Mix has planned
additional measures that will minimize dust resulting from its operations. At this location in
particular, Tex-Mix plans to use natural river rock and sand as primary aggregates. Both materials
are washed at the quarry before being transported to the proposed location. Other concrete
materials that are more commonly used in central Texas, such as crushed limestone and
manufactured sands, create much more dust due to the material make up and the process used
in producing them. Moreover, Tex-Mix will construct and use a drive through automated truck
washing system to enable faster, cleaner, and more efficient loading and washing of concrete
trucks. Further, all portions of the property accessible by vehicles, including the entrance and
exit, will be paved with concrete. This makes it easier to clean the production yard, reduces dust
emissions from traffic, and lessens the amount of lighting needed (as opposed to asphalt or soil
surfaces). Finally, material stockpiles will be enclosed on three sides with concrete block walls in
order to shield most of the material from public view and reduce any dust coming from the
stockpiles.
